· Canoes should have a spare paddle and a rope tied to both ends.

· For spring and fall trips it is a good practice to bring extra clothes in a waterproof bag.

· Phones, keys, matches & anything else that needs to be kept dry should also be in a waterproof bag tied into your boat.

· There will be a lead boat for you to follow and a ‘sweep’ boat on all trips. 

· A whistle, attached to your PFD is a good way to signal the leader if there are any problems during the trip.
